Lucian Blaga University of Sibiu will host the international academic conference "Inter- 
and Transcultural Heritage: Conflicts, Overlaps, Coexistence" between November 
6-7, 2025. The event is organized within the ELABCHROM project (Establishing a 
Laboratory of Cultural Heritage in Central Romania: 
https://grants.ulbsibiu.ro/elabchrom/), with the support of the Cultural Heritage Lab of 
the FORTHEM Alliance.
